Do you want to learn sitflying or head down in a few hours without having to spend time performing hundreds of jumps trying to figure out what you are doing wrong?

The tunnel is an awesome place to learn the basic flying body position and how to control it.  You can be confident whether it is your first jump or you are finishing any of your AFF levels. Even after 1000 skydiving jumps, your confidence can continue to be boosted when you fly in the tunnel.
What is Bodyflight Bedford like?

The Bodyflight Bedford tunnel is 5.5 meters wide and 8 meters tall (16 feet x 25 feet) this tunnel is not pressurised, making the flow of air similar in all places inside the flight chamber. 

We have multiple screens where you can replay your previous and latest flights. This will help you recognise your errors and areas for improvement, as you will see what you did in your last flight. 

  

We have team rooms and 3 debriefing stations. In each one of them we can see all of the flights from 3 different camera angles, this is a great help for the debriefings and for you to download your recorded flights to a pendrive for free. 

We also have accommodation on site. There are 10 rooms – single rooms, double rooms, bunk rooms and team rooms, café and a gym.
 

Is it worth it to spend money on tunnel time instead of skydiving jumps?
1 hour of tunnel time = 100 skydiving jumps

60 seconds with coaching in the tunnel = 14 €.
60 seconds of freefall with coaching = 70 €
Can you imaging being able to do 200 jumps in one day?
